Today at 12:30, our fire alarm went off at LCCS. The students and staff followed the safety
procedures we had practiced and exited the building. This was not, however, one of our planned fire
drills. It turns out there was a light fixture in Mr. Rice’s office that began to emit smoke. There were no
flames, just smoke coming from the lights. The firemen took the light apart and cut the wires to that
section. The electrician will be coming to fix this light and check the other ones on the 2™ and 3™ floor
next week.

Our students did an excellent job when the alarm went off, exiting the building quickly and
quietly. They did have to stay outside for about 15-20 minutes. Please let your child know that all the
practices we have had this year with fire drills were well worth it! They knew where to go and what to
do in the event of an emergency and they listened and behaved appropriately even when they had to wait
outside in the cold for so long. It is good to know that our smoke detectors work properly and that our
students and staff know what to do to stay safe.
